The Max Corp Appeal
You will remember that about three weeks ago I wrote to you asking for your support to raise funds for the Max Corp Appeal in support of the baby brother of one of our families who at the time was seriously ill in Great Ormond Street Hospital.  As I told you Max died on the day after we announced the appeal, but we decided to go ahead and donate the money raised to the 2Simple Trust, an organisation dedicated to the care and treatment of children with Neuroblastoma Cancer.  Thanks to your generosity and the hard work of Stephanie Hills and her mother, you helped raise £375.63. Thank you.
Heartstart

We had intended to hold a launch evening for the Heartstart programme we intend to run in school with our older children.  This should have taken place this evening, but due to unforeseen circumstances totally beyond our control we have been forced to postpone it.  I hope that the project will still go ahead and will inform you as soon as I have any details.  
Dinner Money

I have been informed by the County that with effect from the 1st September 2009 the cost of a school meal will increase from £1.90 to £2.00 per meal.  I have also been told that this price will be frozen for a period of 2 years.  

Due to the fact that we are spending huge amounts of time dealing with dinner money that is brought in on a daily basis we are giving consideration as to whether we should insist that all meals are ordered and paid for in advance on a Monday.  If we adopt this policy it will mean that we will not supply a school meal if it is requested at any time other than this.  For obvious reasons this is not a step we will take lightly.  While we can meet the needs of one or two children a day, who may need to order a meal due to unforeseen circumstances it is becoming impossible to handle the number of requests we are currently getting from families on a regular basis.  Your support in this would be greatly appreciated.  If we continue to have a significant number of children bringing dinner money either in arrears or on a daily basis we will be forced to put this policy into operation.  PLEASE ORDER AND PAY FOR ANY SCHOOL DINNERS IN ADVANCE ON A MONDAY MORNING.  

Lunchtime Supervisors

From September we will have vacancies for two lunchtime supervisors.  They will be required to supervise and support the children while they have their lunch and on the playground and the field.  The hours will run from 11.45 am to 1.00 pm.  Any individual applying for this post will be required to undertake a full CRB check.  It is anticipated that interviews will be held during the summer holidays with the successful applicant taking up their duties on the 7th  September 2009.  Application forms are available from Mrs Jobson in the school office and should be returned by Monday, 20th July 2009.   

Elm Fete

As you know Elm Fete will take place on Saturday, 18th July beginning at midday.  If you have any unsold raffle tickets or if you have not yet returned the money for sold tickets and the stubs, would you please return them to school as a matter of urgency.
One of the attractions at the fete will be a cake stall.  If you are able to bake a cake it would be gratefully received.  Please send any cakes into school next week.

I understand that there is some confusion as to whether a car boot sale will form one of the attractions at the fete.  To be absolutely clear there will be no car boot at the fete this year.
