They meet as a whole Governing Body on average twice a term, and also work through a series of sub-groups dealing with such matters as Finance, Curriculum and Staffing.   Full Governors meetings are held during the evening, but some sub-group meetings are held during school time or immediately after school.  As I stated, the Governors take overall responsibility for the running of all aspects of the school including appointments, all staff matters, the budget, taking an overview of the curriculum and everything else relating to the successful education of our children.  They are helped in this task by the professional advice of the local authority, Mrs Jobson, the Clerk to our Governing Body, the teaching staff on the Governing Body, and their colleague Governors, many of whom are very experienced and all of whom are committed to making Elm School as good as it can possibly be.  In addition training courses are available

The term of office for Parent Governors is four years. It is open to any parent, including foster parents, guardians and acting parents, who have a child, registered at school on the first day that ballot papers can be returned. That will be Monday, 23rd March 2009.  If there are more than two candidates who wish to stand, an election must be held where each parent who is eligible to stand as a Governor, has one vote for each vacancy.
